The British have a reputation for having unusual
hobbies that confuse people of other countries. However,
there are some sports and hobbies that confuse even British
people.

‘Train spotters’ try to ‘spot’ a certain type of trains. In
all weathers these hobbyists stand by railways for hours at a
time.
