In February 2012, talking to former Team Canada and USSR
players, participants in the Summit Series, Vladimir Putin said
he vividly remembered how his parents were rooting for the
Soviet team watching TV way back in 1972.

‘At the time, he went on to say, hockey players were treated
as national heroes, like Alexandr Yakushev, Vladimir Shadrin,
Valeri Kharlamov and their teammates - he confessed to
Russian and Canadian stars attending a meeting at Novo-
Ogarevo presidential mansion to celebrate 40 years of the
USSR vs Canada Summit Series. Frankly speaking, Canadian
players were no less popular. Personally, | remember them all
by their names”.

Team Canada players visiting Moscow for the 40th
anniversary celebrations, following the meeting with Russia’s
president, first went to a news conference, then - to GUM stores
facing Red Square, then went to the Square itself wearing Team
Canada-72 uniform sweaters siding by their former rivals. For
many of them that act was a positive emotional shock.

From where
it started

Why did the Series take place in the fall of 19727 The ac-
tual “godfather” of the event, a young Canadian lawyer of Irish
descent and the founding father of The NHL PA, Alan Eagleson,
originally wrote a letter to the Supreme Soviet Chairman, alleg-
edly the head of state, but in effect having a mere ceremonial
power, proposing to arrange the Series. As Eagleson said later,
he had been encouraged by watching the Soccer World Cup, the
best football nations playing against one another in a month
long tournament. The letter was further resent down to the
USSR Sports Committee (equiv. of today’s Sports Ministry) with
a copy to a respective section of the Propaganda Department of
the Communist Party Central Committee administrative offices.

However, the major obstacle was no one else... but Avery
Brundage, the I0C president dead set against contacts between
amateur and professional athletes. Moreover, with the 1972
Sapporo Winter Olympics looming (February), the USSR team
was to win at any cost, and many Soviet players were preparing
to terminate their careers. Therefore, the Olympic ban was of
no threat.

Few people know that the idea of the Series fitted well in
nearly secret external strategy policy pursued by the then prime
minister Pierre-Elliott Trudeau who, amidst the cold war raging,
nevertheless sought better relations with the Soviets.

John Kricka, head of Hockey Canada, and the Soviet Hockey
Federation general secretary Andrei Starovoitov, signed draft
agreement on the Series, following recommendations of Sir
Robert Ford, Canadian Ambassador to Moscow and an ardent
hockey fan that took nearly 150 pages. Signing took place in
Prague at the 1972 World Championship. Incidentally, in a pri-

vate discussion, John “Bunny” Ahearn, the British president of
the LIHG (the then French acronym for today’s commonly ac-
cepted International Ice Hockey Federation or the IIHF), in a
private conversation with Starovoitov said he would endorse
those games by way of exception and no sanctions on Soviet
players would be imminent. He did come to Russia in Septem-
ber for the Moscow end of the Series, and enjoyed what he saw.
He stayed at Metropol Hotel, but a few blocks away from noisy
Canadians residing at Inturist National.

Approval of the Series took place at a CPSU CC meeting, as
Sergei Pavloy, the then Soviet Sports Minister, while report-
ing on Soviet athletes’ preparations for the Munich-72 Summer
Olympics, mentioned in passing, the upcoming Russian-Cana-
dian stand-off, and informed of the upcoming matches against
Canadians, saying “our players would perform with dignity”. The
staunchest opponent to the Series was the great Communist
Party inquisitor Mikhail Suslov, “the Grey Cardinal Behind the
Scenes” who never knew what hockey was all about. However,
his aides had been referring to the Canadian press reports pre-
dicting unanimously Team Canada would crush Soviets with a
clean sweep 8-0 in an eight-game series. It was Leonid Brezh-
nev, the CPSU General Secretary and an ardent hockey lover,
