milestones were predetermined at the end of seventies —

beginning of eighties of the last century. These experts
include such outstanding figures as Vyacheslav “Slava” Fetisov,
Alexei Kasatonov, Vladislav Tretyak, Vyacheslav Bykov or Valery
Kamensky, to name a few.

The driving force of the major changes in this popular win-
ter sport in North America and North and Central Europe were
Canada and the USSR with chief ideologists in Viktor Tikhonov,
Vladimir Yurzinov and Igor Dmitriev in the USSR, Scottie Bowman
and Mike Keenan of North America. Sure enough, other great
experts, players and coaches contributed to the progress of the
game. However, these went down in history as most outstanding.

At the time, “the best against the best” competition was the
Canada Cup, as the Olympics stayed closed for the pros, albeit real
super stars of North American hockey like Wayne Gretzky, Larry
Robinson or Guy Lafleur did show up at a number of [IHF World
Championships but that was a wee different caliber, anyway.

Canada Cups, played in a relatively short period, between 1976
and 1991 only, they nevertheless were a significant event paving
the way of ice hockey development for many decades to come.

moving ahead based on the foundations laid in the last decades

of the XX century. And no wonder, because similar instances can
be found in other areas of human endeavor, say like in construc-
tion of war airplanes. The fourth generation MiG fighter-bombers
were designed in the sixties and seventies but the basic principles
of the design have remained unchanged for further generations’
planes.

One of the many books by Anatoly Tarasov, an outstanding
Russian hockey coach, published at the end of the sixties had
a title “"Hockey of the Future.” However, the 1980ies proved that
the “future” he professed, has already turned long past. | have
been lucky in my journalist career to be part of all Canada Cups
and World Cups in different roles mixing with the organizing ex-
ecutives, coaches and players. | do not think it fair to put these
two major events one alongside the other. Therefore, | have un-
dertaken this book-album to describe major hockey tournaments
of the last century. In no way am | trying to belittle the significance
of the IIHF World Champions, Stanley Cup, Europa Cup or other
large scale international hockey events.

My old time friend Rene Fasel once asked a renowned Ca-
nadian coach: “How can one determine who the best coach is?”
«Simple, he said: he who won most games is the best. Following
that evaluation principle, the best coach is Viktor Tikhonov, be-
cause USSR won most games, tournaments and medals. He is the
Champion under this criterion. In no way do | belittle other great
coaches’ achievements.

Why is this book-album then? The answer is quite simple: to-
day’s information flows into the digital formats and social networks
like Instagram, Facebook, Pics, etc. Today, very few would remem-
ber that the basic principle had been established in the century
before last. It was (and still is) a still photography. There is plenty
of the stuff here, some of them unique. However, | have a glimmer
of hope that someone holding this concoction of mine in his hands
and looking at a picture would wish to read what camera could
nor grasp.

The year of 1972 was to become a turning point, giving the
game of ice hockey a new dimension. It began with USSR rou-
tinely winning Winter Olympics at Sapporo, Japan. Following the
Olympic triumph, the two great coaches Arcady Chernyshev and
Anatoly Tarasov suddenly retired. Many years after, Chernyshev's
son Boris told me how the great veteran coach lamented: “Why on
earth did | follow Tolka’s (Tarasov unceremonious nickname) per-
sistent advice when he said: look, if we “retire” now, they would
come back shortly and summon us...”. “However”, Chernyshev
continued, “nobody came and nobody summoned,” reminisced
Chernyshev. “ Vsevolod Bobrov who took the reigns assisted by
his old time teammate, goalie Nikolai Puchkov began with winning
silver of the IIHF World Championship in Prague, and later that
year coached USSR (now assisted by Boris Kulagin) to a sensa-
tional performance at the Canada v USSR Hockey Summit Series.
There was no return to Chernyshev-Tarasov tandem.

In summer of 1974, a young Moscow Ph.Ed. Institute postgradu-
ate student named Vyacheslav Koloskov, brought his acquaintance,
the then Dynamo Riga new coach Viktor Tikhonov, whom Koloskov
assisted with hockey research support for Tikhonov's training pro-
grams, to the Research Institute of Sports' in Moscow. Tikhonov
needed to clarify some points in a Canadian drill book given or sent
to him. Tikhonov had already been known to Moscow central sports
authorities for his deeds dragging Dynamo Riga, an out-of-the-way
team, from Division Il up to the Soviet elite hockey league and was
confidently heading toward the national podium. Tikhonov wanted
to pick up what he thought was the best in world’s hockey. On that
visit to the Institute, Vladimir Yurzinov, accompanied him. They both
had studied the Soviet training system comprehensively by that time

New coaching duo: young Viktor Tikhonov and
Viadimir Yurzinov.

but felt they needed more expertise contained in the game's found-
ing fathers’ school of thought.

Following an unexpected retirement of Vsevolod Bobrov
in 1974, Boris Kulagin overtook the coaching post and invited Kon-
stantin Loktev of CSKA and Vladimir Yurzinov of Moscow Dynamo,
the two clubs “official suppliers” of players for the National team.
The trio started well, winning Innshruck 1976 Olympics but losing
Worlds later that same year at Katowice, Poland. The Soviet Sports
Ministry started to look for possible substitution, which in effect
happened in 1977 following fiasco at Worlds held in Vienna, Austria.

On parallel with the national team there was a Team B func-
tioning successfully under Viktor Tikhonov and Boris Mayorov.
There came the news of a new competition staged in North
America under the name of Canada Cup with inauguration edition
in 1976. However, coach Kulagin refused to take the responsibility.

The founding father of the Canada Cup tournament was
Alan Eagleson, a Canadian lawyer and unions’ activist, in which
capacity he had founded NHLPA, the first ever professional play-
ers’ union. Generally, his contribution to international hockey has
been outstanding. He was also instrumental in preparations for
and staging of the historic 1972 USSR v Canada Summit series.
Following the Series’ resounding success, it turned out as effec-
tive in terms of financial gains, as all receipts went not to the NHL
clubs but to the NHLPA Pension Fund. Eagleson concluded that
that type of competition was the goose punctiliously laying the
golden eggs, and it was vitally important to make the right use
of the idea and the situation at hand.

He told me how the idea of the Canada Cup first crossed his
mind. In summer of 1966, Alan was painting his home at a Toronto
suburb listening to a broadcast from England of a FIFA Word Cup
soccer match. Many people followed the competition but the idea
came to Alan’s mind, as the broadcast reporter kept pronouncing
repeatedly the word combination “World Cup.” As a lawyer, Eagle-
son was quick to grasp the idea but he also realized that a second
worldwide competition under the same name in ice hockey would
hardly be accepted by world sports community. Thus, it was then
exactly that Eagleson saw fit to get involved in international hockey
events. He first managed to push through the Super Series-1972
and followed the idea with consistent effort to build up on the Se-
ries success, unofficially though, as the big brother down south had
control over the northern neighbor's movements. However, the idea
won support of the then Canadian Prime Minister Pierre Elliott Tru-
deau who sought better relations with the Soviet Union. Thus, the
Canada Cup became part of global involvement of Canadian hockey
in international play that began with the Series-72.

The idea of Canada Cup-76 turned a bright one, as Canada
was (and is) often associated with the game of ice hockey. Alan,
noted for his swift decision making and always eager to act reso-
lutely, contacted the then IIHF President Ginter Sabetski of West
Germany, who, in turn, consulted Andrei Starovoitov, Soviet
Hockey Federation’s CEQ and his old time friend. Starovoitov, one
of the pioneers of ice hockey in Russia and, later an international
referee, and later still, an influential [IHF Council member, who
went through all stages of Soviet sports system, including all-
mighty army sports organization. He explored the ground through
his own channels and came up with a definitive “yes”.

In the late fall of 1975, a meeting took place at a Frankfurt
Airport hotel involving representatives of Canada, Czechoslovakia,
Finland, Sweden, USA and USSR. The chief performer at the meet-
ing was the dynamic Mr. Eagleson. In a spectacular motion, he put
the draft regulations on the table, along with other basic docu-
ments pertaining to staging the tournament, including a page indi-
cating gross receipts due to the IIHF and the competing nations,
depending on standings taken. Sure enough, the money was far
bigger compared to the World Championship earnings. Therefore,
everybody readily signed in.

Now it was time to get down to preparations. Eagleson had
to agree with TV companies on broadcasts and find sponsors.
Europeans had to play the annual World Championship and swiftly
switch to preparations for the new tournament. Incidentally, Eagle-
son saw to it that the Cup'’s revenues would go to the NHL players’
retirement fund. Starovoitov received instructions to arrange free
TV signal for the Soviet monopolist broadcasting company USSR
Gosteleradio. Fortunately, Eagleson knew the situation perfectly
well and neither the relevant body at the CPSU Central Committee
nor the Soviet Sports Ministry had any objections to Soviet team's
participation. To avoid contingency, the tournament publically was
given a “commercial tournament” status having no sports signifi-
cance, as all the attention was paid to the upcoming Olympics at
Innsbruck, Austria.

World Championship in that year was held in April at Kato-
wice, Poland. Soviet team displayed poor performance trailing six
points to winners Czechoslovakia. However, the victorious Olym-
pics held earlier, saved of the team’s coaching staff’s skins. The
Soviet team's roster was brilliant names wise, save for Vladimir
Petrov dismissed for “educational” reasons. Well, misfires do hap-
pen to anyone, don't they? Tarasov alone had plenty...

However, Kulagin and the Federation presented the Septem-
ber tournament in Canada as a chance to take a good check for
the next Olympic cycle prospects and next year's World Cham-
pionship as a short-term goal. That has been the priority scale
for the Soviets as well as for today Russia’s sports bosses, with
the Olympics being an ultimate top followed down by the World
Championships, “and then some” including various international
cups. The difference was that people upstairs in the Soviet sports
hierarchy were always on the ready to make appointments con-
clusions regardless of major tournaments to be played.

As a result, Kulagin and the Hockey Federation saw fit to dis-
patch an “experimental” national team to the opening Canada Cup
showdown under the pretext that a chance should be given to the
younger ones, players and coaches alike. Even the high scoring
forward line of Mikhailov-Petrov-Kharlamov was not entered for
the tournament. In fairness though, it should be said that Valery
Kharlamov was still recovering at the time from a severe injury
sustained in a car accident. So Soviet hockey authorities staged
a pre-season trial tournament “Air Force Hockey Team Memorial”

at Sverdlovsk (now reinstated its pre-revolutionary name of Yeka-
terinburg). As the action went underway, participating teams’
coaches were offered a quiz as to what place the “experimental”
team could take without Line One? Viktor Tikhonov who then was
coaching National B team containing the hot reserve of Team A,
put “3rd” while others gave fourth and even fifth. Well, if you are
so sure, you take the responsibility and you have a go on it.

The Sverdlovsk showdown involved CSKA (Red Army) with
Vladislav Tretyak in goal. However, Tikhonov persuaded that
Vladislav play for his national B team, which, eventually had
a cakewalk win of the tournament and stayed on at the local
Avtomobilist training camp facility to go on with preparations for
the Canada Cup. The head coach then formed his assistants duet
consisting of Boris Mayorov and, later, Robert Cherenkov as goal-
ies coach.

Tikhonov — Mayorov connection was no coincidence. In 1972,
Boris Mayorov was the head coach of the USSR National B team
while Viktor Tikhonov had the post of the senior (next down) as-
sistant. Afterward, Mayorov went to Finland to coach Helsinki
Jokerit club on a contract expiring in September of 1976. How-
ever, command went down from Moscow at the start of sum-

There was also a workshop for referees held in Toronto. Yury
Karandin and Valentin Nikultsev represented USSR.
