East coast of Russia. Wide surf line. Cold majestic waves
of the Pacific Ocean are continuously rolling on the black
from the volcanic ash beach. The sun rises from the
boundless ocean as a bright red ball. Kamchatka.

Sitting on the wet sand, | feel the earth shaking from
the waves. Primitive energy overflows the peninsula. And
it's not just about the pulse of the ocean — behind me
are the sharp cones of volcanoes. The first rays of the
sun had already fallen on the snow-white peaks, giving
them a reddish hue. It seems that the ancient giants have
been asleep for a thousand years, but this impression is
deceptive.

Sifting cold black sand through my fingers, I rest
from the exhausting expedition to the centre of the
largest concentration of volcanoes in Russia. The giant
hills are stretched 600 kilometres to the north, but | feel
the pressing greatness of those places even from here.
Looking at the black sand, | reminisce...

The endless fields covered with scoria, many
kilometres of rivers of lava, burned forests, which
stretch to the horizon, as far as the eye can see... The
gloomy picture is complemented by an ice cold wind and
unnaturally white patches of snow that does not melt
even in the middle of summer. There are no forests and
steppes here — only ash and snow, rain and frozen lava. It
looks like the fantastic landscapes of the time of the origin
of the Planet, but in reality — these are the consequences
of recent eruptions, even the earth is not completely
cooled yet. Volcanic activity on Kamchatka does not cease
for a second.

These places are saturated with primordial energy
to the brim. You drink it with spring water, breathe it in
fresh air, it pierces with a fierce wind. Here you completely
lose touch with the outside world. All the problems of the
habitual way of life recede before the ominous greatness
of these forces.

Meanwhile, the sun completely broke away from the
surface of the ocean, and now slowly creeps across the
sky, becoming brighter with every second. It is no longer
possible to ook to the east, but the warm rays of sun
pleasantly warm the face. It is interesting to think that
even the sun needs nine hours to get to Moscow.

Waves peacefully count minutes. Kamchatka. Russia
begins here.
